1. Author’s last name, author’s first name. 
2. “Title of article.” 
3. Title of original publication in italics, (name of magazine or newspaper) 
4. Date of publication,   (year, month and year, or full date) 
5. Page numbers, (p. for single page, pp. for multiple pages, n. p. for no page numbers) 
6. Name of database, (for example, Opposing Viewpoints) 
7. PPLD. 
8. Accessed date. (day you looked at the site : 12 Feb. 2013, for example)
